Background information

Bangladesh is strongly impacted by climate change
which has led to higher rainfall and more severe
flooding. One third of Bangladesh floods annually
during the rainy season, but extreme floods cover up
to two thirds of the country. Every year, during the
rainy season, hundreds of rivers swell and overflow
onto the land. The rainwater erodes the riverbanks
and destroys land-based schools. Thousands of
schools are forced to close and many children miss
school days. Shidhulai Swanirvar Sangstha came up
with a clever solution. The ‘floating school’ goes to
the students during the flooding so that children’s
education is not interrupted in areas that have been
cut off by the floods. The organisation also runs a
fleet of boats acting as libraries, adult education
centres, clinics and solar workshops. All of the boats
have solar panels that provide power for computers,
lights and other equipment.
