The simple present tense is used to describe actions, habits, general truths,

schedule events and permanent situations in the present time.

Examples:

. We go to school daily.

Present continuous

We use present continuous to talk about something that is happening
now, at this moment.

Example:

I am reading an interesting book now.

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Stative verb
It is a type of verb that describes a state or condition rather than an
action. State verbs are always in the form of Simple present verb.
Examples of state verbs include:

. "be" (I am happy.)
"seem" (It seems difficult.)
"like" (She likes chocolate.)

"prefer" (We prefer to travel by train.)

"believe" (I believe in Allah.)

"own" (He owns a car.)

"know" (She knows the answer.)

"understand" (Do you understand the instructions?)
