A report by the Ellen MacArthur Foundation has shown that by 2050, there will be more plastic in the sea

than fish! This will cause a lot of problems for the whole planet.

Firstly, the survey asked students if it Was important to
help the environment. Most students (87%) said yes.

24% said saving energy. 18% said saving water and 14%
said picking up rubbish. However, only 9% of students said
that planting trees was the best thing to do.
