3o s needs to be sss, not ess, and ¢ neede to be the @ in ant, not the a7 as in
aim. Farh sound has a storyline to introduce the sound - which can be fun to elaborate on.
The actiong on these pages enable the child to remember the soumd more easily. It is impor-
tant that the eound is recognized easily, and can be gaid quickly

The Letter Shapes.

It is important that the child learns the correct formation of cach sound, rather than simply
producing latters with the correct final appearance. It ia also better if the child learns to put
an ‘exit stroke’ or jeining toil’ at the end of letters such as n, 4, ete, {son, d, not n, db. This
helps the transfer Lo joined-up writing (cursive) when the time comes. The Jolly Phonics
Workbooks have letters with cxit strokes,

Page 18. Left to Right practice.
English is written, and read, from left to right. When you are reading stories to the child try
asking whers the writing starts, and which way it goes.

Pages 14, 16, 18, 20. Pencil control.

Pages 15, 17, 19, 20. Hearing the first sound in words.

Page 22. Blending.

(Saying the sounds and hearing the word). Some children {ind Lhis difficult, but with practice
they will be able to hear the words. At first you will have to sound out each word and say il
for them. A little and often is best. The reason that the sound of each letter is taught lirst,
not ita nama, is to make this blending easicr.

Page 23. Numbers.

The Joily Phonics Workbooks also introduce the numbers. Although they do nel reguire spe-
cific phonic skills, numbers do need correct formation and many of their names have irregular
or *tricky’ spellings, which arc aspecls wacluded in these Workbooks.
