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New Action Pack Starter & 1is the first level of o
twelve-level course for young Jordanion learners of
English, It oims to introduce English groduolly and
efficiently through fun activities, games ond songs.

These octivities not only enable pupils to understand
ond communicate in English, but also promote a
positive ottitude towards language leorning.

Components
The course consists of four components:

1 Pupil's Book and Activity Book

The Pupil's Book consists of twenty units, four

of which are Reviews. Eoch unit consists of four
lessons. The Reviews offer opportunities for pupils to
recycle new longuoge. This level focuses on two new
charocters, brother ond sister Mazen and Asma, ond
their fomily ond friends, New longuoge Is presented
in the context of themes that will be fomilior to the
oge group: the classroom, the famiy, the home, the
leisure activities, the weather, shopping, transport
and food, dl in o Jordonian context.

The Activity Book is ciso mode up of twenty units,
The octivities correspond to the moteriol in the Pupil's
Book. The Activity Book proctises ond develops the
materiol presented in the Pupil's Book. There ore
olso extro octivities to develop pupds’ writing skills,
including the letters ond numbers, at the end of each
Activity Book.

2 Teocher’s Book

This Teocher’s Book consists of lesson plans with
detailed guidance on how to teoch all the octivities
in both the Pupil's Book ond the Activity Book, clong
with suggestions for further octivities, Answer keys
are provided for octivities where necessary.

Eoch lesson begins with a Uist of outcomes,
highlighting the key languoge to be achieved, any
new vocobulory fectured in the lesson ond the lesson
topic. Any additional materials and resources thot
may need to be prepared beforehand are olso listed,
including floshcords and wall chorts.

Step-by-step teaching notes on how best to exploit
the material then follow. Lessons typicolly begin
with o warmer, usuolly revising lenguoge from the
previous lesson. Techniques on how to present
new vocobulary ond longuoge ore included when
oppropriote. There are also topescripts for all the
recorded materiol.

Since the pupils ot this level are beginners, the
teacher is necessorily the manoger of oll their
octivities. The move towards a Learner-centered
opprooch must be a graduol one, which con only
become effective ofter pupils have mostered some
basic expressions in English.

As different closses work ot different poces,
odditionol octivities ore also suggested for pupils or
classes thot finish eorly,

There is olso on “End the lesson’ octivity, usually o
fun tosk thot closes the lesson.

3 Cassette

The cassette includes all the recorded material,
songs ond rhymes, The materiol is spoken by
native English speakers and is carefully graded to
be appropriate to younger learners. Full tapescripts
of oll the recorded motericl are provided in the
Teocher's Book. In the LSB (Longuage Summary
Box), i the reference 1o the cassette is mentioned it
is for the Activity Book. If there is no reference to it
then 1t is for the Pupil’s Book.

4 Floshcards and Wall Charts

Pupis cre more likely to remember longuoge when
it is presented visually through colourful pictures.
To aid leorning, there ore floshcords ond woll chorts
which accompony the course.

Alwoys try to use floshcards ond woll chorts to
present key new longuoge in the course. Floshcords
necessary for specific lessons ore clwoys indicated
in the lesson boxes. Remember, 100, that the
floshcords con be used ogain, either for revision in
loter lessons, or as prompts in particulor exercises.
They con also be used in fun octivities such as
memory gomes,

Wall charts for particular lessons ore also listed in
the lesson boxes. Eoch woll chart covers o particular
topic, e.g. Colours, Numbers, etc. In conjunction
with the floshcards, they con be used to present or
reinforce new languoge, for revision, and for specific
games ond octivites. However, becouse there is
more than one word on the woll charts, they can
best be used to check understonding. Soy o word on
the woll chart ond ask pupils to point to the relevant
picture, or point to 0 picture on the woll chart ond ask
pupils to nome the object.

Specific tosks ond octivities give further ideos on how
10 fully explot the flashcords and wall chorts within
lessons.



Preparing for the lessons

Eoch unit covers four lessons,

Lesson ] wypically consists of o short story,
presented cround story fromes. The longuoge

Is presented by native English speakers on the
cossette ond in speech bubbles on the poge. Pupils
listen to the story and follow the text in the speech
bubbles as they listen. In this lesson pupils are
often encouraged to oct out the story. In order 10 oid
understonding, flashcards and wall chorts con olso
be used. In oddition, using rect objects whenever
possible can help bring the situation to life. Pupils
olso complete one or two exercises in the Activity
Book 1o consolidote the new longuoage.

Lesson 2aliows puplls to proctise the languoge
presented in the first lesson, Typicol exercises ore
Say, where pupils describe pictures, or Listen and
say, where pupils listen to short diologues, repeat
ond then proctise the diologues in poirs. This lesson
olso focuses on g letter sound, with two or three
examples. Pupils olso complete corresponding
exercises in the Activity Book.

Lesson 3 continues with the proctice of the longuoge
introduced in Lesson 1. These octivities con include
Ask ond onswer, where pupiis participate in a shon
diologue, or Find and say, where pupils find items.
pictured and describe what they see. Pupils also
complete corresponding exercises in the Activity
Book.

Lesson 4 otten osks pupils 10 listen to short
diologues in order to highlight longuoge introduced
In the first lesson. Pupils will commonly listen ond
match the information they hear with the pictures in
their books. The unit then concludes with @ song or
rhyme or o project,

The Review unit follows the some pattern and
octivities os the lessons 1-4 above.

Activities and procedures: Pupil’'s Book
Listen ond point

This activity opens every unit, ond is based oround o
story. Before pupds listen, prepare them thoroughly
for what they will hear. Ask pupils what they can see
in the pictures ond pre-teach ony new voccbulony
with the flashcards and wall chaorts. Pupils then listen
to the story and follow the text in the speech bubbles
ond the pictures. Ploy the cassette more thon once if

necessary ond osk the closs simple comprehension
questions. Encourage pupils to ask their own
questions os well. As with oll tasks, listening should
be fun and interoctive.

Listen and say

In this octivity, pupils listen to letters and words,
a short diologue or sentences. They then repeot.
Pugpils then proctise the dialogues themselves in
pairs. Ploy the cassette more thon once if necessary.

Listen and match

In this octivity, pupils motch the information they hear
on the cassette with the correct picture in the Pupil's
Book exercise. First, ask pupils what they con see in
the pictures, in order to prepare them for what they
are going to hear ond in order 10 elicit vocabulary.
Then ploy the cassette. Ask pupils to compare their
answers before playing the cassette again for a
second, or if necessary, a third time. Check pupils’
answaers as o closs.

Say

Pugpils refer to a picture in the Pupil's Book and then
describe whot they con see. This will be o word,
phrase or sentence. Before pupils begin, focus on
the example below the rubric ond elicit answers for o
subsequent picture.

Ask ond answer

In this activity, pupiis osk and answer questions

In pairs bosed on information in the Pupil’s Book.
Before pupils begin, reod the model sentences with
the cioss and osk pupils to give further examples of
different questions ond onswers.

Sing

There are vorious songs and rhymes throughout

the course, eoch incorporating vocabulary ond
grammatical structures studied during lessons. Using
Total Physicol Resp (TPR), er Qe pupits

to sing the song themsalves with any oppropriote
octions. Pupils alwoys enjoy singing songs and will
quickly learn not only the tunes, but olso the rhythms
and patterns of English. Before ploying each song,
look ot the occompanying pictures ond encouroge
the pupiis to describe whot they con see. Then, ploy
the song for pupils to listen to. Ploy it again, o verse

ot a time. Encourage pupils to join in, Ploy it ogain; -



pupils will then begin to join in with confidence. There
are usually further opportunities to proctise the song
in subsequent lessons.

Project

There ore 0 number of projects throughout the
course. Eoch project enables pupils to further
proctise the longuoge introduced in the unitin an
enjoyoble woy. The projects commonly ask pupils
to use scissors, glue and coloured pencils to moke
a poster or @ number chain, for example. First,

tolk obout the project with the closs ond focus on
the example in the Pupil’s Book. Pupils then work
alone or in pairs on their projects. Eoch project

con be developed or plonned in the occompanying
exercise in the Activity Book or on separote pieces of
poper. Give pupils sufficient class time to finish their
projects. Pupils can talk about their work in front of
the closs. Alwoys disploy projects in the clossroom;
they serve as useful tools for revision ot o loter stoge
of the course,

Activities and procedures: Activity Book
Match

This activity asks pupils to drow a line to match
pictures, or pictures with words,

Match and soy

In this activity, pupits match words with
accompanying pictures and then soy the words,
phroses or sentences aloud.

Count and circle

Pupils count the items in the pictures, ond then circle
the corresponding number olongside.

In this octivity, pupiis write o word corresponding to o
picture. The words to use in the exercise ore in 0 box
below the rubric.

Write the missing letters

Pupils complete words by inserting the missing
letters. A picture is provided for reference.

Spell

This exercise encbles pupds to spell simple
words correctly. Pupils write the words next 1o o
corresponding picture.

Find sounds

In this phonics exercise, pupils find and circle the
pictures which have the appropeiate initiol sound.,

Read and circle

Pupils reod the words ond circle the corresponding
picture.

Circle the odd one out

Pupils look at a number of pictures and then circle
the odd one out,

Draw
Pupils will usually draw a picture in 0 box provided,
Draw, soy and write

Pupils drow a picture os requested, complete the
sentence below ond then reod their sentence oloud.

Trace and copy

In these exercises, pupils trace the lower and
upper-cese letters using the directionol orrows
provided. They then copy the letters in the stave
below.

Listen and draw

Pupils listen to words or sentences and then draw or
complete the information in the box provided.

Listen and colour

In this octivity, pupils listen and colour the pictures
occordingly.

Listen and circle

Pupils listen to words or sentences and circle the
correct picture according to the information on the
cossette.



How to use Action Pack

The course uses Total Physical Response (TPR),
based on the idea that initiolly pupils will understond
and respond to language without octually using it
The course is graded occordingly, building up from
gently asking pupils to respond physically to verbal
instructions, e.g. to stand up or sit down, to pupils
octively using the longuege themselves.

TPR olso relies on props such as flashcords, woll
charts ond reclio, 0s well os octions, to provide

a context that helps to convey meaning. Young
learners love to oct out situations and imagine thot
they ore the characters in the book. This is both
fun, motivating and above all on excellent woy of
learning.

Outcomes

Besides the integration of longuage skills, Action
Pack 1 outcomes reflect a brooder kind of cross-
curricular integration, in which the themes
encompass various curriculor areas. Exomples of
interdisciplinary teaching in Action Pock 1 include the
following: communicating with people (PB Unit 1

p. 5 - Civics); colours (PB Unit 2 p. 9 - Science);
numbers (PB Unit 4 p. 16 - Maths); fitness octivities
(PB Unit 16 p. 22 - Physicol Education); projects

(PB Unit 19 p. 34 - Art).

Through using TPR ond the lesson teoching plons,
the course not only teoches English, but also shows
pupils thot longuoge leoming can be fun. As children
of this oge group hove great enthusiosm but o
limited ottention spon, octivities are of o varied poce,
requiring short spells of concentration followed by
fun and lively tasks. By the end of this grade, pupils
will be able to:

* start developing correction skills.

More about the Course
Revision

There are regular specific revision units, but revision
is olso ongoing throughout the course. Eoch

lesson begins with o task that recycles languoge
from @ previous lesson, It also ends with o tosk to
consolidate what the pupils have learned. However,
the specific revision units recycle longuoge from

he previous units in @ new context. In this way,
longuoge is constontly recycled ond revised, but in o
new, motivating and fun woy. You con olso use the
revision units to monitor your pupils' progress, Moke
o note of ony areas of weakness, and try to ollocate
tme 10 go back over the problem creos in a loter
lesson.

Assessment

As the new curriculum in Jordan is founded on new
concepts in the field of teaching and leaming, so

is the assessment of learning. Teachers need to
develop ossessment strategies whose main focus is
improvement of leaming.

Assessment is the process of gathering

information, over time and from o variety of

sources - assignments, demonstrations, projects,
performances, and tests. Teochers ond pupils gather
information about what pupils know (knowledge and
unde ), what pupils con do (skills) and whot
pupils believe (volues and ottitudes).

Good ossessment hos the following quolities:

* Follows a systematic, plonned process over time

* Gothers helpful information obout pupil learning in
0 fair way

* s concerned with both how the pupil leans ond
the result of the learning

* Shows progress towards outcomes, including
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knowledge ond skills of the subject
* Motivates pupils to leamn better

* Guides the teacher to judge the effectiveness of
his/her teaching, to adapt the instruction and to
plon next steps.

Assessment may be conducted in o number of woys:

* Performance-bosed (demonstration, presentation)

* Pencil ond poper (essoy, quiz, test, exom)

* Observation

* Communicotion; conference, interview, questions
ond onswers

* Reflection: response journol, portfolio, self-
ossessment

Teochers can record assessment information in o
variety of woys: checklists, rating scales, rubrics,
learning logs and onecdotol records. The Teocher's
Book suggests various ossessment strategies ot the
ond as well os clossroom / diognostic assessment in
eoch unit.

Note the following set of abbreviations:

A= Always, S= Sometimes, N= Never

C= Complete, P= Partiol, I= Incomplete

G= Good, F= Fair, P= Poor

Pupils should learn how 1o ossess their learning
skills, such as communicotion, the ability to work in
a group ond to set learning goals. will find such
self-ossessment porticulorly velucble if they have
helped create these instruments.

Action Pock 1 offers the pupds pienty of opportunity
1o develop the skill of ossessing their own
performance. At the end of the Pupil's Book there
are boxes ing the listening ond speaking
skills. At the end of each unit, guide your pupils 1o
ossess their own work by plocing o ¢ or o X in the
oppropriate box.

Leaming economy

In modern societies, con be considered
the most importont resource of oll. The term 'learing
economy’ has been coined to identify this idea,
according to which ol members of society ore
encouroged 1o engoge in lifelong learning, which
ensures both their odoplability to technologicol and
socetal change, and their future employability.
Action Pock 1 loys the foundation for this process of
lifelong learning. Pupils are expected to try out tasks
that will become retevant and meaningful in their
future lives. For exomple, in the troffic survey progect
(Pupil's Book, Unit 14, poge 19), pupils first gather
and record data in the recl world before reporting it
back and discussing it in closs, thereby proctising
the life skills of observotion, recording and bosic
stotisticol onalysis.

Writing

The Activity Book hos carefully guided octivities that
Introduce pupils to writing in English. At this level,
pupils need to be shown how to write from left to right
as well as how to form English letters and numbers.
There are plenty of tracing and copying tasks that
help them develop these motor skills. in addition,
towards the second half of the book pupids lobel,
maotch ond complete words ond sentences, os well cs
spelling simple words correctly.

Most of the writing tasks con be done individually.
Go round and check that pupils are writing well, Give
them plenty of help with holding pencils if necessary.
Moke sure that they are olso sitting comfortobly, with
the book in the correct position: right-handed pupils
tend 1o siope their paper slightly to the left while
left-handed pupils slope their paper slightly to the
right. Never encourage left-honded pupils to write
with their right hands.

Phonics

In the first unit, pupils focus on directional proctice.
In subsequent units, pupils focus on one or two
letter sounds. These letters cre introduced in the
Pupil's Book with o Listen and say exercise, where
pupils listen to and repeat the letter sound and
comresponding words, The letters are then reinforced
with exercises in the Activity Book, where pupils
0iso troce ond copy the letters concernad. Towards
the end of the course, once pupils have learned the
majority of letter sounds, pupils bring their knowledge
together and learn the olphobet in its entirety, At this
point, pupils iearn the letter nomes for the first time.

Classroom management

With o lorge closs of enthusiostic pupils, it is very
important to keep order, especiolly when pupils ore
being encouraged to play games and complete octive
tasks. Alwoys ensure thot noise is ot on occeptoble
level: creative noise is fine, but disruptive noise should
be . Agree on o simple code beforehand
- for exomple, tell pupils thot if you put your finger to
your lips or your hands over your ears, then the noise
level is too high.
