In 1877, the Ottoman Empire went to war mth Russia. The medics who
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took care of the wounded soldiers on the Russian side marked their
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ambulances with a red cross. This was the symbol used by all countries to
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during protect medics battles. However, the cross reminded the Ottoman
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Empire of previous wars against soldiers carrying a similar flag.
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So the Ottoman officials used ared crescent to mark their ambulances
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instead. Sometime later, other Muslim countries accepted this symbol, and
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it was formally adopted in 1929. So far , 33 Islamic. countries have recognised

the Red Crescent.
