* A novel is a work of fiction. This means that it is made
up and not factual. Unlike the short story, it is NOT
short; it usually focuses on many events, places and
more characters than the short story. Also, the time
aspect is usually longer.

Setting is a description of where and when the story
takes place.

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* Plot and structure:

The plot is the main sequence of events that make up
the story.

* What are the most important events?

* How is the plot structured? Is it linear, chronological
or does it move back and forth?

* Are there turning points, a climax and/or an
anticlimax?

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* The narrator is the person telling the story.

* Point of view: whose eyes the story is being told
through.

*Who is the narrator or speaker in the story?

* |s the narrator the main character?

* Does the author speak through one of the
characters?

* Is the story written in the first person “I” point of view?
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* |s the story written in a detached third person
“‘he/she” point of view?

* |s the story written in an “all-knowing” 3rd person who
can reveal what all the characters are thinking and
doing at all times and in all places?

Conflict or tension is usually the heart of the novel and
is related to the main character.

In
some novels the tone can be ironic, humorous, cold or
dramatic.

* Third person limited narration ( limited omniscient) is
used in George Orwell's novel 1984, which means the
narrator uses 'he' or 'she’ to refer to all the characters
in the story, but still knows one or more of their
thoughts and sees their actions, even when nobody
else can.

* Main Conflicts(external conflict) in 1984 is that of
Winston vs. the Party (Man vs. Society). ... A Man vs.
Society conflict is that if Winston against the general
society itself. He does not trust anyone, and anyone
could be a spy or part of the thought police.
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*The internal conflict was between Winston Smith and
his conscious. This is the conflict against the prison of
the party's ethics, yet it was also his desire to be free.
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1- Totalitarianism:
* political system in which ordinary people have no

power and are completely controlled by the
government.
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* In writing 1984, Orwell's main goal was to warn of the
serious danger totalitarianism poses to society.
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2- Propaganda:
» information or official statements.
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* A major factor in the Party's rule over Oceania lies in
its extremely well organized and effective propaganda
machine. All figures and facts come from the Ministry
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of Truth, and all are dictated by the Party. In other
words, the Party chooses exactly what to tell the
public.

Throughout the
novel, Orwell uses a particular writing style that
enhances the imagery and themes throughout the
novel.
