Commonly Confused Suffixes: -er, -or, and -ar
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When to use “-er,” “-or,” or “-ar” at the end of a word

The suffixes “-er,” “-or,” and “-ar” are all used to create nouns of
agency (indicating “a person or thing that performs an action”)
from verbs. Of the three, “-er” is by far the most common, while
“-or” is much more common than “-ar.” Because they perform
the same function
