Antarctic conquest

The Norwegian explorer, Roald Amundsen, led the first successful expedition to the South Pole. His team sailed from Norway on June 3, 1910. Their ship arrived in the Bay of Whales in Antarctica on January 14, 1911. Their first attempt to reach the South Pole was abandoned due to extreme cold. They tried again on October 19, 1911, taking four sledges and 52 dogs. They reached the Polar Plateau on November 21, after a four-day climb. On December 14, 1911, they reached the South Pole. They left a tent and a letter there, stating their achievement in case they did not return safely. Amundsen’s success was enabled by careful preparation, good equipment and appropriate clothing. On June 18, 1928, Amundsen disappeared 
in a plane crash.
